The River Tamar and its tributaries, the Tavy and the Lynher, wait
to be explored. Much of the Tamar Valley is an Area of
Outstanding Natural Beauty and an important haven for wildlife.
Visiting yachts can make their way inland to find shelter, whilst
dayboats can launch at slipways to enjoy the timeless waterway.

Navigating the river

The river is tidal and much of it dries at Low Water.

River Tamar - There are red/green channel buoys to Cargreen.
Moorings follow the deep channel to Holes Hole, but there are

no more markers; remember that larger boats will need to
trace the deeper water on the outside of the bends.

River Lynher - There are buoys to Tredown Lake and some
post markers to St. Germans and Teluggan beyond.

River Tavy - The railway bridge excludes most yachts, but
small motor boats can reach Bere Ferrers at High Water

Saltash Jubilee Pontoon [§ Short-stay for visiting yachts, just
north of the Tamar bridges; several waterside pubs.

Calstock [k - Visitor moorings are available. The main
pontoon is reserved for ferries and river cruises.

Dandy Hole A rare, deep, sheltered anchorage where
yachts can enjoy the peace of the river.

Public slipways at Calstock, Plymouth, Saltash, Saltash
Passage, Torpoint and Weir Quay.

All navigation and mooring guidance should be read in
conjunction with current charts.

Note: Expect the high tide to be later the further inland you
are; for instance, add 20 minutes for high tide at Calstock.
